Children are assessed al the end of Year | using a Governmenk Statutory Assessment Tool known as the
Phonics Screening Check This screening check con pirms whether a child has learnt phonic decoding to an
appropriale standard and will identigy sounds needing rurther support in Year 2. Children are assessed I
by the Phonics leader or o pamiliar adulk fo them. Those who do not pass will conkinue their phonics les-
sons in Year 2, alongside their quided reading. This allows for them ko consolidate and develop their con-

sidence, with o group aimed al their speciic ability, ready lo refake the screening al the end of Year 2
